Skilled readers develop a reading plan so that they budget enough time to complete a book within the timeframe [image: ]that they have. In our class, we will spend 10 days reading, writing about, and discussing a book. This sheet will be important for you to check so that you can stay on target with your reading and be prepared for your small-group [image: ]discussions. If you cannot keep up with this schedule for any reason (get sick, have church, etc.), then you should [image: ]plan to read ahead or catch up the day afterwards. Determining What Needs to Be Read for Each Day

That will probably mean you will read a few more or a few less pages on any given day, but overall you should read about the same number of pages each day. Finally, please stick to your plan. Only read the required pages for that day. Do not read ahead!
