a. After Chortitza became established, more and more Mennonites moved to the area and several more communities were established.

1. Some formed ___________________ units and were initially successful in providing some protection for their people; later though, they faced horrible revenge from Makhno and the other armies
2. Other Mennonites stuck to their principles and faced the suffering without violence
c. After the Revolution, many Mennonites fled Russia for other parts of the world—22,000 moved to Canada alone.
d. The Mennonites who stayed continue to suffer a lot of harassment, arrest, and banishment from the Communist government
e. At the end of WWII, around 35,000 Mennonites tried to leave Russia and escape to Europe; only ______________ made it; the rest were forced to return to the Soviet Union; the 12,000 eventually moved to Canada and South America
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
