Bible Memory, Grades 9-10
Bible Memory Scoring
Procedures:
· Bible memory is due in Bible class on the Friday it is assigned. It is your responsibility to memorize the correct passage each week and to come to class prepared to write the passage from memory. 
· If you wish to write the passage before Friday, have a parent, teacher, or other responsible adult sign the top of your blank page and write the date and time. When you are finished writing, have the same person write the ending time. As soon as is convenient, turn in the completed assignment to Mr. Kuhns. He will return it to you on Friday morning for scoring.
· Write out the verses, using every other line.
· Write in pencil (preferred) or blue or black ink.
· Write in cursive only.
· Use red pens for scoring.
· Place your initials (as the scorer) in the upper left corner of the page.
· Pass the papers back their original owners for brief inspection.
Scoring:
· Exchange your papers and then score them using either a KJV Bible or a Bible memory printout.
· Use the following marks to show any errors:
1. Carat (^) to add a missing word
2. Slash mark to cross out extra word(s)
3. Always write in the correct word(s) if there are errors.
4. For incorrect punctuation, put in the correct punctuation, and circle your addition.
5. Circle misspelled words. You do not need to write the correct spelling.
· Do not assign a grade. The teacher will do that.
· You will be given the total possible points each week.
1. Each word is one point.
2. Illegible words will be counted incorrect.
3. Penmanship that is significantly sloppier than your normal handwriting will incur a deduction of up to three points.
4. Extreme cases of misspelling or missed punctuation will incur a deduction of up to three points.
5. Perfect spelling receives a three-point bonus.
6. Your grade is capped at 100%. Extra bonus points will be like the manna of Exodus.
