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I.  Description
This class introduces the basic characteristics of effective public speaking and some common types of speeches.  It provides opportunity for practice and skill-development in these areas.

III.  Requirements and Procedures
	1.  Unless otherwise noted, each speech will be 4-5 minutes long.  Missing this mark by 	   more than a minute (less than three or more than six) will cost an entire letter in grade
	2.  The grade for the major speeches will be 25% written and 75% oral
	3.  The written outline must be handed in at the same time as the oral presentation
	4.  Peer reviews will be completed on all speeches
	5.  Bible memory will be done orally as part of this class
	5.  The speaker will be applauded upon the completion of speech
