Guidelines for Book Clubs
Philosophy of Book Club
The reason we have book clubs is to give you a chance to practice interacting with a text on your own. You will do the work of finding themes, evaluating literary choices, and making applications to your own lives. You will practice leading and participating in productive discussions, and, hopefully, learn to love the process.
Guidelines
Most of your book club meetings will be held without direct teacher oversight. This means you will be expected to act as adults and stay focused and productive on your own. Following are several guidelines that outline my expectations for you.
1. Every meeting will be chaired by a different leader. The leader will…
a. Call the meeting to order
b. Guide the discussion for the day
c. Bring at least two questions for discussion. (See discussion question handout)
d. Make sure everyone in the group is staying up to speed on reading
e. Make sure there is a plan for the next meeting
f. Compile at least three questions for the test at the end. (This may be a group exercise, but the leader is responsible to make sure it happens.)
2. When it is not your turn to be the leader, you are responsible to…
a. Stay on topic with your contributions to the discussion
