“I reckon…somebody prayed that this bread would find me, and here it has gone and done it…there’s something in it when a body like the widow or the parson prays, but it don’t work for me and I reckon it don’t work for only just the right kind” (37).
“People would call me a low-down Abolitionist and despise me for keeping mum—but that don’t make no difference. I ain’t a-going to tell” (43).
“Git up and hump yourself, Jim! There ain’t a minute to lose. They’re after us!” (62)

“Well, you wouldn’t ‘a ‘ben here ‘f it hadn’t ‘a’ ben for Jim. You’d ‘a’ ben down dah in de woods widout any dinner, en gitten’ mos’ drownded, too; dat you would, honey. Chickens knows when it’s gwyne to rain, en so do de birds, chile. (49).
