Textbooks: Let God Be God: A study of the Attributes of God. Purposeful Design.
Description:  This is a study of God with an emphasis on fostering personal acquaintance with Him. It is pursued with the conviction that acquaintance with God defines who we are and shapes who we become. We will consider many individual attributes of God as facets of one glorious Person.
Goals and aims
A. To help students develop a clearer picture of who God is.
B. To inspire awe and reverence toward God.
C. To explore appropriate ways to respond to God.
D. To practice healthy expressions of worship.
Objectives: At the end of this course, the successful student will be able to…
A. Discuss evidence for the existence of God and answer some common arguments against His existence.
B. Recite the Apostles’ Creed from memory, explain its contents, and explain the objectives of the creeds.
C. Describe the attributes of God as revealed in the Bible and in nature.
a. God is three in one.
b. God is supreme and self-existent.
c. God is sovereign.
d. God is infinite.
e. God is immutable and eternal.
f. God is incomprehensible and ineffable.
g. God is omniscient and omnipresent.
h. God is omnipotent.
i. God is good.
j. God is wise and truthful.
k. God is holy and righteous.
l. God is merciful and just.
m. God is long-suffering and loving.
D. Explain the complementary nature of God’s attributes.
E. Accurately write each weekly Bible memory passage. Guidelines for Bible memory are given separately.  
Requirements:
A. Reading: The student will be asked to read pertinent articles or chapters from other writers. 
B. Assignments: Some assignments will be drawn from the workbook Let God Be God. Others will be created at the discretion of the teacher. In addition to memory work, students should expect to spend about 1.5 hours per week working on assignments outside of class.
C. Exams: There are six scheduled exams in this course. Each of the first five exams will test material that was taught since the previous exam. The final exam will be cumulative.
D. Memory Work: The student will be expected to come to class on Friday mornings prepared to write the weekly Bible memory passage. There should be no expectation of having class time available to study.
