MLOPP: Paraphrase
Our Task:  To use different words to communicate the same meaning as the text.
Guidelines:  
1. The paraphrase should MEAN the same thing as the original text.
2. No repetition of proper nouns or verbs is allowed. Pronouns and being verbs may be retained.
3. All figures of speech should be changed.
Example: Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding. (Prov. 3:5) 
Paraphrase:
Put your confidence in Jehovah
With all your thoughts, feelings, and desires
And don’t put your confidence
In your own ability to think and reason.

Or (go minimal): “Passionately rest in God, not yourself.” 
Or (go amplified): Lean on, trust in, and be confident in the Lord with all your heart and mind and do not rely on your own insight or understanding.
