1. Oversee the Middle School homeroom: 
a. Cultivate an environment that encourages learning, healthy relationships among students, teaches personal responsibility.   
b. Establish and administer classroom rules/expectations/rewards
c. Maintain records and give timely feedback to students on assignment.
d. Communicate promptly with parents regarding challenges and successes.  
e. Identify special needs/strugglers for early intervention/extra support. 

2. Teach various upper school classes (both MS and HS) depending on your interests, knowledge, and the school needs.  
a. 5-6 periods a day, with one period for prep. 
b. School hours: 8 am to 3:15 pm M-Th; 8 am to 12:30 pm F.  
c. Current Upper School subjects: math, English/writing, Bible, History, Science, music, logic, rhetoric, typing, Spanish. 

3. Other responsibilities
a. Faculty meetings 1/week; currently 7:30 am Tuesday. 
b. Supervise recess time
c. Faculty training events (1 week before school starts; various throughout the school year)
d. Be available to teach one Tues pm enrichment semester a year (eg: music, PE); 
e. Occasionally leading songs in chapel, preparing faculty devotions.
f. Occasional annual faculty assignment (Eg: yearbook oversight, graduation oversight; curriculum research projects)
