	Required Elements:

· Include at least some color (colored pencil, ink, crayon, or marker… no paint, please)
Optional Elements:
· Location of your business listed
· Contact information listed
· Business hours explained (authentically would be super!)
Tips:
· Including the Roman name of a person or city would be super and make your ad more realistic (Octavian’s Auto Body, Petronius’ Peaches and More)
· Many modern businesses use alliteration in their names or slogans to catch people’s attention (Pop’s Pizza Parlor)
· For a slogan, you could consider thinking of a popular slogan and modifying it OR using alliteration.  (Got milk?; I’m lovin’ it; We’re right on your way home; Save money, Live better., etc.)
