	Subject: Latitude and Longitude

	Objective: This lesson aims to develop an understanding of latitude and longitude that will prepare students to read maps.  A secondary aim is to help students understand the way a latitude/longitude grid can help them draw a map.

	Learning Outcomes: A student who successfully completes this lesson will:
1. Be able to define latitude and longitude.
2. Be able to describe the relationship of the units of measurement used in latitude and longitude (degrees, minutes, seconds).
3. Be able to state the latitude and longitude of various locations by looking at a map.
4. Be able to find a given location on a map using latitude and longitude coordinates.
