Pronouns:  Pinch Hitters with the same function as the original hitter (a noun or adjective)
· Have to be able to identify who is hitting and whom he is replacing 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Unlike official rules , the original hitter and the pinch hitter can alternate
Say you wrote this paragraph:
· Jack invited Joe to Jack’s house.  Joe got on Joe’s bicycle and rode to Jack’s house, where Jack and Joe practiced Jack and Joe’s pitching and catching skills for an hour; then Joe got back on Joe’s bicycle and rode the bicycle home in time for Joe’s supper.
You would have to use this awkward style if it were not for the useful little pronoun. Thanks to the pronoun family, you can write this much more graceful paragraph instead:
· Jack invited Joe to his house.  Joe got on his bicycle and rode to Jack’s house, where they practiced their pitching and catching skills for an hour; then Joe got back on his bicycle and rode it home in time for his supper. 
Now, I know you have to agree that the pronoun is a handy thing indeed to have.
