A. Identify the person described—give first and last names:
1. Michael Sattler  (1495-1527) A former monk who joined the Anabaptists shortly after their formation; led the first Swiss Brethren conference and was probably the author of the Schleitheim Confession; he was tortured severely and burned at the stake
2. Conrad Grebel 	 (1498-1526) - Could be considered the leader of the first group of Anabaptists; lived in Zurich, was a close associate of Zwingli’s until they parted over the issues of authority, church, and infant baptism; died of the plague
3. Hans Denck	 (1495-1527)  South German Anabaptist who emphasized the love of God in his preaching
4. Ulrich Zwingli	 Leader of the Protestant Reformation in Switzerland; wanted to make the Zurich churches independent of the Roman Catholic church but opposed the Anabaptists as too radical
5. Pilgram Marpeck	 (1495-1556)  Skillful Anabaptist engineer who served as a leader among Anabaptists in the years following the death of the first generation of leaders  
6. George Blaurock	 (c. 1480-1529) - A bold, zealous, and active man who did much to spread Anabaptism, he suffered much for his faith and was eventually burned at the stake
7. Felix Manz	 (c. 1480-1527) - Coworker of Grebel’s, also a leader in the group of the first Anabaptists, first martyr in Zurich
8. Hans Hut	 (1490-1527)  South German Anabaptist who established churches in eighteen different towns; he believed that the end of the world was near
