19. _________________________ (1495-1527)  South German Anabaptist who emphasized the love of God in his preaching; leader at the “Martyrs’ Synod”
20. __________________________ (1495-1556)  Skillful Anabaptist engineer who served as a leader among Anabaptists in the years following the death of the first generation of leaders  
21. ___________________________ (c. 1480-1529)  A bold, zealous, and active man who did much to spread Anabaptism, he suffered much for his faith and was eventually burned at the stake
22. ___________________________ (c. 1480-1527)  Coworker of Grebel’s, also a leader in the group of the first Anabaptists, first martyr in Zurich, was executed by drowning
23. _________________________ (1496-1561)  Catholic priest who became an Anabaptist after the Munster incident and helped provide stability and biblical leadership for the Anabaptists in the Netherlands and in north Germany
24. _________________________ (1490-1527)  South German Anabaptist who established churches in eighteen different towns; he believed that the end of the world was near
25. _________________________ (1495-1543)  Radical Anabaptist who was responsible for spreading Anabaptism to the northern regions of Europe; somewhat unbalanced in his view of prophecy
