4. Be able to place countries, capitals and major cities, and major land forms (including oceans, seas, lakes, rivers, mountains and mountain ranges, plateaus, and deserts) on the Equirectangular Projection map from memory.
5. Appreciate the major cultures of the world from exposure to their customs and location.
